CALL TO ORDER:

President Swenk called the Council meeting to order on Monday, June 15, 2026, at 7:00 p.m.
INVOCATION:

The invocation was led by President Swenk.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by President Swenk.

ROLL CALL:

Present: President Holly A. Swenk, Councilwoman Kathryn Rogerson, Councilman Robert Holub,
Councilman Bruce F. Abens, Councilman Clifford Winkel, Councilman Paul Wolanski, and
Councilwoman Cali Zingale.

MINUTES - Corrections (if any) and approval:

President Swenk stated that Council had received the Regular City Council Meeting Minutes
dated June 1, 2026, and asked if there were any changes or corrections. No changes or
corrections were offered. The minutes stood approved as submitted.

LOBBY:

President Swenk opened the lobby session and explained that the Lobby was for members of the
public to address City Council. She asked speakers to state their name and address for the record

at the podium and noted that each speaker would have three minutes to discuss any topic of their
choice.

0 2026-64 - Amending Section 440.17 Through Truck Traffic

Albert Krage, at 37903 Sugar Ridge Road, stated that it is good that City Council is considering
legislation for Through Truck Traffic, but he believes there is still an issue. Mr. Krage believes
there needs to be more patrols out to enforce the ordinance. He added that several trucks keep
going through their neighborhood, and there is a lack of enforcement after one truck is pulled
over. He expressed concerns that some of the trucks passing through do not show a company

name or USDOT (U.S. Department of Transportation) number, which is a unique 8-digit identifier
assigned to commercial vehicles by the FMCSA. It is used to track a company’s safety records,
compliance reviews, and crashes.

ADMINISTRATORS’ REPORTS:
1. Mayor:

Mayor Corcoran reported the following:

e Noted that the Lorain County Commissioners were discussing the renewal of the
piggyback of the homestead tax exemption and the owner-occupied credit. Their vote
last year, which is paid this year, cost the City almost $440,000. He presented a short
video of his speech on behalf of the City and its residents.

e He thanked and expressed appreciation for the coordinated efforts of several Avon Lake
City Council members, multiple Lorain County Mayors, and other officials. As president
of the Lorain County Mayors and Managers Association, they attended various
commissioner meetings alongside school board members, school treasurers, school staff,
the superintendent, and residents, who all spoke during these sessions. They also
acknowledged Councilman Robert Holub for his email to the commissioners. The
commissioners listened and voted to renew the homestead exemption while rejecting
the owner-occupied credit. This decision demonstrated their consideration of
constituents’ voices and their ability to reach a compromise in a challenging situation,
resulting in the City losing only $228,000 in revenue next year.

e PAFR Award - Recognized April Wilkerson, Finance Director, and her staff for their hard
work and dedication. The Government Finance Officers Association announced last week
that North Ridgeville received the Award for Outstanding Achievement in Popular
Annual Financial Reporting for the fiscal year ended December 31, 2024. This report is
designed to make financial information easier for residents to read, understand, and
access.

Previously reported, the Finance Department also received the Certificate of
Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting for the City’s Annual Comprehensive
Financial Report (ACFR). Together, these awards reflect the City’s ongoing commitment
to transparency, accountability, and responsible stewardship of public funds. The report
also highlighted the hard work of the Finance team, who continue to present important
financial information clearly and thoughtfully for the community.

e Parks & Recreation Master Plan - The Parks and Recreation Department has partnered
with McKenna to create an updated vision for the City’s parks, facilities, green spaces,
and recreation programs. As the Parks and Recreation Master Plan gets underway,
residents are invited to help shape what comes next. Residents can participate online by
placing ideas on an interactive map, completing a brief survey, or sharing comments

through the project website. The McKenna team will also be out in the community with
fun activities to gather input during the Summer Concert on June 21, 2026, and at the
Corn Festival on August 8, 2026.

Visit the City’s website at nridgeville.gov for more information and to access the online
survey. The feedback will help guide future improvements and make sure North
Ridgeville’s parks continue to serve residents of all ages.

e Street Paving - The Streets Division finished up paving on Chaucer and Westfield last
week. The next road scheduled for milling and paving is the east end of Bagley Road,
beginning this Wednesday, June 17, 2026. With any road project, the schedule is subject
to change, depending on weather conditions or unforeseen circumstances.

e Shred Day - The North Ridgeville Branch Library will host Shred Day on Saturday, June
20, 2026, from 9:00 a.m. to noon in the library parking lot. Residents may bring sensitive
documents, such as tax forms and medical records, to be shredded onsite. Each
household may bring up to five grocery-size bags of documents. Staples are permitted,
but paper clips, binder clips, binders, spiral-bound notebooks, other metal objects,
batteries, and electronics cannot be accepted. This free event is provided by the Lorain
County Solid Waste Management District. Please note that the event may end early if the
truck reaches capacity.

e Summer Concert Series & Father’s Day - The second in the series of Summer Concerts at
South Central Park Gazebo is Sunday, June 21, 2026, at 6:00 p.m., featuring Funkology.
The concerts are free - bring a lawn chair or blanket. There will be food trucks and beer
available for purchase.

e Root Road Park Ribbon Cutting Ceremony - Root Road Park has reopened and is better
than ever. Residents are invited to attend a ribbon-cutting ceremony, check out the
improvements, and enjoy FREE ice cream courtesy of Bone Appetit Creamery on
Tuesday, June 23, 2026, at 2:00 p.m.

e Friday, July 3, 2026 - City offices will be closed on Friday, July 3, 2026, in observance of
Independence Day.

e Freedom Festival and Fireworks, July 3, 2026 - Victory Park, Ohio, will host Freedom
Festival on Friday, July 3, 2026, from 4:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m., offering an evening of
family-friendly fun to celebrate Independence Day. The event will feature food vendors,
live music, games, and activities for all ages. Activities include inflatables, carnival
games, miscellaneous sporting activities, a Balloon Twister, Patriotic Stilt Walker, Pony
Rides & Petting Zoo, three different shows by Performance Dogs of Ohio, an animal show
with Jungle Bob, and a Ninja Warrior Course. The fireworks show sponsored by the City
of North Ridgeville will last approximately 30 minutes, including an exciting grand
finale.

Her son had been involved in
the programming, and she spent a lot of time at Shady and South Central. Erica is
an excellent addition to the commission and the master plan effort.

City Engineer Eavenson reported on the following:

e She provided background for newer Council members regarding sidewalks in the City,
explaining:

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o The City previously allowed developers to claim hardship and not install
sidewalks.
o There had been no mechanism to collect funds in lieu, resulting in lost revenue.
The sidewalk ordinance was revised to include a fee-in-lieu program.
o Two properties in Hampton Place 8 (fronting State Route 83) participated:
= No sidewalks currently exist in that area.
= A future sanitary sewer extension is planned.
= The City collected a fee in lieu rather than requiring sidewalk installation
that may later be removed.
» Approximately $6,000 was collected and will be deposited into the
sidewalk fund for future improvements.

O

e The City advertised its full depth concrete pavement replacement project the previous
week:

o Alist of project streets was posted on the City’s website.

o Copies were available upon request.

o The project includes a portion of Mills Creek Lane (north of Center Ridge Road):
» Existing roadway consists of asphalt over deteriorated concrete.
= Prior repairs indicated poor structural integrity.
= Approximately 700 feet will be replaced.

e Public Works exercised water valves at Chestnut Ridge Road and State Route 83 in
preparation for the roundabout project:

o Avalve failure occurred when the stem and bonnet nut broke.

o The valve is now permanently in the closed position.

o Service in the area can be maintained by backfeeding from another direction via
an existing main.

o The situation highlights the importance of coordinating roadway projects with
replacement of aging water infrastructure.

o The failed valve had already been scheduled for replacement as part of upcoming
work.

City Engineer Eavenson concluded her report.
3. Director of Finance:

Finance Director Wilkerson reported that, in advance of the meeting, she had provided Council
with a memorandum detailing the financial legislation before them. She reviewed Ordinance No.
2026-62, amending annual appropriations, which included funding for the renovation of the
former Building and Engineering office space located below Council Chambers. She noted that
during the November 2025 Finance Committee meeting, the Parks and Recreation Department
had presented conceptual drawings and cost estimates for the renovation. The Committee
determined that the initial estimate exceeded a reasonable amount and directed the department
to obtain additional quotes under $100,000. The department subsequently secured two
renovation quotes, both of which were below the Committee’s recommended budget and the
competitive bid threshold.
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She also reviewed Ordinance No. 2026-63, approving the annual tax budget, explaining that the
purpose of the tax budget is to provide the Lorain County Budget Commission with estimates of
revenues, expenditures, fund balances, and tax levies for the upcoming year. She stated that this
information is used to certify available resources and establish spending authority reflected in
the City’s certificate of estimated resources. She noted that the Finance Department developed
the estimates by reviewing revenue trends and current-year revenues and that the projections
may be amended in 2027 if necessary. She added that the tax budget must be submitted to the
Lorain County Budget Commission by July 17, 2026, and that Council had previously received an
overview of the tax budget and revenue estimates.

Finance Director Wilkerson further discussed the City’s Popular Annual Financial Report (PAFR).
The Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR) is required by state law; the PAFR is an
optional, simplified report designed to provide residents and the business community with an
easy-to-read version of the City’s financial information. She stated that few municipalities
produce such a report and credited Mayor Corcoran with introducing the concept and
encouraging its development as part of a broader commitment to transparency. She noted that
the report was completed through strong support and collaboration. She expressed appreciation
for the efforts of the Finance Department staff and administrative staff across all departments,
emphasizing that the City’s financial reporting reflects the contributions of many employees
whose daily work supports the general ledger and produces all of the financial reports. She
thanked all staff involved in financial decisions and Mayor Corcoran for his leadership and
support.

Mayor Corcoran remarked that he received an email today from the OPWC confirming that the
funds were allocated for repaving Mills Road. He mentioned having had
conversations with the mayor of Avon, during which they discussed combining
efforts to secure a better price for the project. The Avon mayor informed him that
they had received funding for the project and were using their own funds, but that
a cooperative agreement between the two communities was necessary. Avon
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would handle the engineering and bid process, so the City’s involvement was not
needed on that side, although a memorandum of understanding or cooperative
agreement was required between the entities. Because the money will become
available on July 1, 2026, legislation will be introduced. Mayor Corcoran wanted
to give a heads-up so that when the legislation was ready, the process could move
quickly. The goal was to secure good bids for the current year; however, if bids
came in too high due to busy schedules, the project would be postponed until next
year.

CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Kevin Corcoran at 1:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 19, 2026, in
the City Hall Council Chambers, 7307 Avon Belden Road, North Ridgeville, OH 44039.

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Kevin Corcoran.
ROLL CALL:

Present: Chairman Mayor Kevin Corcoran, Member Roxann Ramsey-Caserio, Member Robert Esper,
Member Jennifer Swallow, Member James Smolik, and Councilman Bruce Abens.

Others Present: Finance Director April Wilkerson, Assistant Law Director Sean Kelleher, Director of
Planning and Development Kim Lieber, and Assistant Clerk of Council Fijabi Gallam.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Community Reinvestment Area (CRA) Housing Council Meeting Minutes dated April 9, 2025- Mayor
Corcoran asked whether there were any corrections or objections. No corrections or objections were
raised, and the minutes were approved as submitted.

NEW BUSINESS:

Community Reinvestment Area Annual Review 2025:

Mayor Corcoran provided an update on actions taken since the April 9, 2025 meeting. At that meeting,
the Housing Council voted to recommend terminating the CRA abatement agreement with Isomer
Group (Drug Mart) due to noncompliance. Legislation was subsequently introduced to City Council
in May 2025, and a Committee of the Whole meeting was held on June 2, 2025. Prior to that public
meeting, [somer Group made the outstanding school donation payment of approximately $80,000,
representing two years of missed payments. In light of the schools being made whole, City Council
allowed the termination recommendation to die in committee, and the original agreement was
permitted to stand as written.

Director Wilkerson presented two reports distributed in advance of the meeting: the Active Tax
Incentive Agreements report and the Tax Incentive Performance Report for the period ending
December 31, 2025. The report is attached to the minutes.

Director Wilkerson noted that all active CRA agreements currently in place—with the exception of
RUF US Inc.—are governed under the City’s prior ordinance. A new ordinance was passed in 2022
that changed the framework for analyzing CRA agreements, shifting the compliance basis from
employee count to estimated payroll and income taxes paid. RUF US Inc. has not yet been included in
the performance report because the Lorain County appraisal process is not yet complete. That review
is expected in 2026, after which its abatement will formally begin.

Director Wilkerson noted that all businesses currently receiving abatement are meeting expectations
with the sole exception of Isomer Group / Discount Drug Mart. Under the terms of the Isomer Group
agreement, compliance is measured by employee count rather than payroll because the agreement
predates the 2022 ordinance. For the 2025 reporting year, Isomer Group reported 36 full-time and
18 part-time employees. Director Wilkerson noted this is an increase from 2024, when they reported
23 full-time and 32 part-time employees, indicating the company has moved in a positive direction
though remains short of its commitment.

Member Swallow asked whether Isomer Group had provided any explanation for the continued
shortfall in employment.

Director Wilkerson indicated the filing had only just been received and that a detailed conversation
had not yet taken place, though in prior discussions, Isomer Group’s representative had remarked
that the economy and lower-than-anticipated customer traffic were reasons the store had not grown
to the point of needing to increase the number of employees.

Member Swallow wanted to know whether the City had the authority to amend the agreement to
bring them into compliance.

Mayor Corcoran reminded everyone that Isomer Group wanted to renegotiate the amount it was
paying the schools due to the store’s performance. At that time, there was no reopening or
renegotiation because the City did not want to jeopardize the original payment they agreed to the
schools.

Member Caserio inquired about the actual payroll versus its estimated payroll for [somer Group.

Director Wilkerson remarked that Isomer Group self-reported payroll for 2025 was $1,178,170,
slightly above the reconciled 2024 figure of approximately $1,100,000, though the 2025 figure has
not yet been reconciled through the Regional Income Tax Authority (RITA). The reconciled amount
is not expected until early 2027.

Director Lieber inquired if Isomer Group has ever met their target.

Director Wilkerson responded that Isomer Group has never met their target and has 10 more years
left on their abatement.

Mayor Corcoran added that Drug Mart had planned a larger store that was not built, which likely
contributed to lower staffing levels among full-time employees.

Director Lieber expressed concern about continuing an agreement that benefits a company that has
not met its contractual requirements after 5 years, with 10 years remaining. She advised the Housing
Council to consider the kind of message it sends if it goes on to hold other companies accountable in
the future. She explained that the negotiations would not benefit the City under the same agreement.
She noted that if the agreement were restructured based on actual performance levels, Isomer Group
would fall into a lower benefit tier, resulting in fewer years of abatement—and that, absent any
agreement, the schools would simply receive full property tax revenue.

Mayor Corcoran questioned whether to allow Isomer Group to continue its abatement under its
current terms. acknowledged that the situation remained unresolved. He expressed his concerns

about the renegotiation and its effects on the Schools.

Director Wilkerson confirmed that the School’s portion of the abatement is less than the donation;
therefore, the School is making money on the donation.

Member Abens noted that one reason Isomer Group wanted to renegotiate was that the value of their
property was not where they expected it to be. Member Abens added that when Isomer Group
originally negotiated this, the building was going to be larger. He remarked that this would explain
why the property did not come up to its value, which was Isomer Group’s fault, not the City’s.

Mayor Corcoran explained that he believed Isomer Group compared their numbers and outcome to
Medina.

Member Smolik expressed that Isomer Group was not invited to the public meeting to state its case.
Member Abens asked whether Isomer Group was up to date on its payments to the schools.
Director Wilkerson explained that they were current.

Member Abens raised his concern about removing the abatement from Isomer Group because future
organizations, such as Drug Mart, may not look good to the City. He added that it could affect the City’s
future and how other stores and organizations view North Ridgeville. He believed it may not be
advisable to take the abatement away at this point since Isomer Group is current.

Member Swallow confirmed that the program s an incentive program. She added that North
Ridgeville is underbuilt and there is land available. She believed the City does not face the same
challenges as overbuilt communities, so she advised that it may not necessarily be a disincentive to
new business. Member Swallow voiced her concerns about when the enforcement will start and stop.

Director Wilkerson asked if it would be reasonable to maybe reach out to the [somer Group and make
them aware that they are not meeting the obligation, and if they will be equally as incentivized to
make the City whole as it did with the schools, or to threaten to remove the abatement in order to get
that to happen. She reminded everyone that when the abatement was threatened last year, [somer
Group immediately made the schools whole. As a result, Isomer Group would work harder to ensure
that either it increases employee numbers or it at least gets its estimated payroll to where it needs to
be.

Mayor Corcoran remarked this would be a $400,000 discussion to meet the estimated $4,000
payment required to the City. (The difference between the estimated $1.5 million payroll
requirement and the reconciled actual payroll of approximately $1.1 million, at 1% income tax).

Mayor Corcoran agreed that this conversation was worth having and suggested convening a follow-
up meeting with Isomer Group representatives present so the Housing Council could hear their
position directly. He noted that the Housing Council appears to be uncomfortable with the abatement
as it stands given the failure to abide by its terms since the beginning.

Member Smolik agreed it would be good to hear from Isomer Group’s point of view. He remarked
that the whole point is to generate employment within the city and that is the ultimate goal. He
remarked that it is necessary for a business to have employees working in North Ridgeville because
those employees spend money there.
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Moved by Swallow and seconded by Smolik to continue all active CRA abatement agreements,
with the exception of the [somer Group.

A voice vote was taken, and the motion carried.

SCHOOL BOARD LIAISONS REPORT:

Jetf Grigsby reported that he sits on the JVS board and had the pleasure of attending their graduation
and senior recognition. NRHS graduation went extremely well, and we just missed the disastrous
weather that impacted the area. Graduation was moved up 15 minutes. RHTA created a habitat trail
over the last 3 years. Named wild school site by ODNR. Lorain County Commission was one of 4
counties who did both the Homestead Exemption and the Real Property Tax Exemption in 2025. Had
people speak on it at a county meeting to express how poor an idea it is. It has impacted NRCS by 1.7
million in reductions. High School Students Service Project & Business Students raised $3,000.00 for
breast cancer survivors.

FINANCIAL REPORT:

Parks & Recreation Director Kevin Fougerousse reported that Trust Fund revenue in April was
$73,479.59. Trust Fund unencumbered balance at the end of April is $380,250.57. The Park and
Recreation Improvement Fund revenue in April was $3,393.30. The Park and Recreation
Improvement Fund unencumbered balance at the end of April is $56,693.57. Trust Fund expenses in
April were $37,283.10. Our General Fund expenses in April were $43,290.24.

DIRECTORS REPORT:

Parks & Recreation Director Kevin Fougerousse reported on the Root Road Park Improvement Project.
It is 90% complete. The week of May 25 landscapers will be in to rockhound, topsoil, grade and hydro
seed. Once thatis complete, we will have a final walk through with the contractor for punch list items.
We have started the reimbursement process to ODNR. Ribbon cutting ceremony will happen to re-
open the park. The project did experience hiccups and overages due to a poor subbase which needed
to be addressed structurally before asphalt was poured. We had to go back to City Council for
additional funding (260K) to complete the project. Contract total went from $763K to $1.024M.

RECREATION SERVICES ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:

Junior Olympian Session I runs June 5-June 26 and we currently have registered 03. Safetyville
Program runs for 2 weeks with Session I running June 1-5 and Session II runs June 8-12. All 2 sessions
were full with 216 kids enrolled. Cheernastics Day Camp June 8-12 and we have 09 enrolled.
Gymnastic Giants Session I runs June 6-27 from 3:00-3:45 PM and we have 03 pre-registered. Our
Annual Touch-A-Truck Event runs on June 13, 2026, at Shady Drive Complex. Our Summer Concert
Series kicks off on Sunday, June 7 from 5:00-8:00 PM with 45 RPM. We will have bands through June,
July and August with our first ever Beer Garden. Youth Tennis Program Session I starts on June 15-
July 8 we currently have 07 in the 4-6 yr. olds, 10 in the 7-9 yr. olds and 08 in 10-14 yr. olds.

CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Smolik called the Planning Commission meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00
PM.

Chairman Smolik stated that the Commission had received the regular meeting minutes of May 12, 2026,
and asked if there were any corrections.

None were given.

Chairman Smolik stated the minutes were approved as submitted.

Chairman Smolik noted that the Administration has reviewed seven line items for administrative
approvals, which are listed on the agenda for review.

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

MDP-26-0002 - TowerCo, 37077 Shady Dr, PPN: 07-00-035-102-041
Owner: City of North Ridgeville. Proposal consists of constructing a monopole telecommunications tower

at Shady Drive Complex. Property zoned R-1 Residential District.
Application was read.
Chairman Smolik asked Director Lieber for findings of fact.

Director Lieber reported that the applicant, TowerCo, was requesting approval for a new wireless
telecommunications facility on City-owned property pursuant to a ground lease agreement executed by
City Council through Ordinance 2025-147.

Director Lieber stated that wireless telecommunication towers are permitted on City property and that,
upon review of the applicable code requirements, the proposed tower meets the height requirements.
The proposed facility consists of a 185-foot tower with a 4-foot lightning arrestor and associated ground-
mounted equipment, and that the design allows for future co-locations. She explained that the lease area
islocated in the southeast portion of the park off the main parking lot. As part of the landscape
requirements, TowerCo would provide the City with a financial contribution equal to the value of
landscape screening so the Parks and Recreation Department may determine where screening should be
placed. She noted that the area around the proposed location is fairly wooded and that the equipment
compound will be enclosed by a fence.

Director Lieber stated that the applicant submitted visual simulation materials for Planning Commission
review showing the anticipated impact from surrounding vantage points. She further stated that the
facility has been designed and will operate in compliance with all applicable Federal Communications
Commission requirements.

Director Lieber explained that the Planning Commission’s review was limited to confirming compliance
with Chapter 1462 and applicable development standards, including site layout, access, utilities, and
design. She noted that the use of the site for a wireless telecommunications facility had already been
authorized through the ground lease agreement approved by Council, and that the Commission’s review
should focus on whether the project meets the applicable standards.

Director Lieber also noted that, since the staff review meeting, the applicant indicated a desire to modify
the fence composition. She stated that staff had originally requested all wood fencing; however, the
applicant requested chain-link fencing on two sides of the equipment compound due to fire safety
considerations associated with the generator. The generator placement is somewhat dictated by the
desire to allow for multiple future co-locations, and that relocating the generator to allow wood fencing
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on all sides could eliminate a potential co-location opportunity, which would not be in the best interest
of the project or the City’s ability to provide additional service and revenue. She stated that the issue was
one for Planning Commission to balance visual screening against functional and safety requirements.

Chairman Smolik asked if there was a representative for the project present.

Tonya Rogers, on behalf of TowerCo 2013 and Baker Dublikar, 400 South Main Street, North Canton,
Ohio, stated that the proposal was for a monopole tower pursuant to a lease agreement already executed
with the City. She stated that she had attended an informal meeting with Director Lieber and
subsequently submitted the site plan, ground lease agreement, FCC and FAA authorizations, and photo
simulations. She also noted that she attended a staff meeting where the fence issue and other items were
discussed.

Ms. Rogers apologized for missing the prior meeting due to an inadvertent scheduling error and thanked
the Commission for placing the item on the agenda.

Ms. Rogers stated that TowerCo preferred chain-link fencing on two sides of the equipment compound,
with the wood fence facing the ball field and the chain-link sides facing the wooded area. She explained
that the preference was based on generator-related concerns and safety concerns associated with
visibility inside an 8-foot enclosed area. She stated that if the City was not amenable to chain-link fencing
on two sides, TowerCo had worked with Verizon and could accommodate wood fencing on all four sides,
and that TowerCo would defer to the City’s preference.

Ms. Rogers stated that several items were discussed during the April 28, 2026, staff meeting, including
the access drive, asphalt specifications, and the timing of asphalt installation. She stated that asphalt
specifications had been provided after the meeting and that the asphalt drive would be installed after
construction because it would not be designed to carry the load of construction equipment.

Ms. Rogers also addressed questions regarding maintenance of the apron by the tower. She stated that
TowerCo would be willing to maintain, repair, and upgrade the apron if notified by the City of an issue,
noting that TowerCo generally visits tower sites only once or twice per year unless needed, while
carriers such as Verizon may visit more regularly.

Ms. Rogers stated that a building official requested confirmation from the engineer that the tower could
accommodate up to four co-location antennas. She stated that this was reflected on the zoning drawings
and that the engineering drawings would be provided as part of the building permit process. She further
stated that TowerCo would comply with applicable requirements.

Regarding the tower base and gravel area, Ms. Rogers stated that TowerCo would accommodate the
City’s request to prevent gravel from spilling into the grass. She explained that TowerCo did not want to
install a concrete lip because of concerns that it could trap water and create a fire hazard near the
generator. She stated that TowerCo would instead create a natural grass barrier by setting the area a few
inches below the surrounding grass and would address any gravel-related issues if reported.

Ms. Rogers stated that there had also been a concern regarding verification of an 8-foot gap between the

baseball field and the enclosure fence. She stated that the gap was closer to 10 feet and was reflected on
the updated zoning drawings.
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Ms. Rogers stated that she had received notice before the public hearing that a resident at 8205 Ashford
Circle had expressed concerns regarding the tower’s proximity to residential homes. She stated that the
resident referenced a distance of 400 meters, which is approximately 1,300 feet. Ms. Rogers explained
that the proposed tower would be approximately 1,700 feet from that home, which she stated was the
closest residence.

Ms. Rogers further addressed safety concerns related to children and individuals using the ball fields.
She stated that, regarding structural integrity, TowerCo would meet all applicable local, state, and
federal engineering requirements. She also stated that, regarding radio frequency emissions, TowerCo
demonstrated compliance with FCC requirements and would continue to comply. She noted that,
pursuant to the Telecommunications Act, local entities may not regulate radio frequency emissions so
long as FCC requirements are met.

Chairman Smolik opened the floor for questions and comments from the public. He requested that
anyone wishing to speak approach the podium, state their name and address for the record, and then

provide their comments or questions.

Christina Krakowski, 8205 Ashford Circle, North Ridgeville, OH 44039.

Ms. Krakowski stated that the original visual impact materials appeared to be outdated because they
were prepared before the homes in her neighborhood were built. She stated that the homes were built in
2021 and that the visual impact survey, which she believed was prepared in 2016, did not reflect the
current residential development in the area. She expressed concern that the tower would have more of a
visual impact than shown in the materials and could decrease home values due to its proximity to
residential homes.

Ms. Krakowski also expressed concern regarding the proposed chain-link fence and safety for children
and families using the ball fields. She stated that the fields are heavily used by families and children
throughout the week and asked that extra precautions be put in place. She further questioned whether it
was common practice to place monopoles in recreational family areas and stated that the proposed
location seemed strange to her.

Chairman Smolik asked if there were any other questions or comments from the audience. Hearing
none, he asked the Applicant to discuss safety measures related to protecting the enclosure and the
equipment within the enclosure.

Ms. Rogers stated that if the City wanted TowerCo to update the visual map to include the newly
constructed homes, TowerCo would be willing to do so. Regarding the fence, she stated that TowerCo
would be amenable to installing an 8-foot wooden fence around the entire enclosure, which she stated
would be very difficult to climb. She explained that chain-link fencing was preferred because it allowed
visibility into the enclosure; however, regardless of fence type, the enclosure would be 8 feet tall. Ms.
Rogers further stated that if someone were to enter the enclosure, the tower is not designed, so that an
average person could simply climb it. She explained that climbing mechanisms are installed for trained
professionals and that the ladder rungs do not begin low enough for an average person to access.
TowerCo’s preference is that no one enter the enclosure and noted that, in her 11 years working with
TowerCo, she had not heard of that occurring. A wooden fence would alleviate safety concerns, TowerCo
could accommodate that.
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Ms. Rogers also stated that it is common for telecommunications towers to be located in recreational
areas. She explained that tower companies are often directed first to city or township owned properties,
and parks and school district properties commonly have available space. She stated that, in her
experience, TowerCo had not had safety issues with towers located near ball fields, schools, or parks.
Chairman Smolik asked if Commission members had any questions or comments.

Council Liaison Winkel asked which sides of the enclosure would include chain-link fencing.

Ms. Rogers stated that she believed the chain-link fencing would be on the southeast and southwest
sides, which she understood to be the sides facing the trees, if permitted by the City.

Council Liaison Winkel noted that the plans showed a proposed 5-foot-high chain-link fence with three
strands of barbed wire.

Ms. Rogers stated that it was an older drawing and that an updated drawing submitted on April 29, 2026,
reflected an 8-foot wooden fence.

Council Liaison Winkel stated that he preferred an 8-foot fence because of the number of children in the
area. He then asked about curbing and whether curbing was not proposed due to concerns about water
remaining inside the enclosure.

Ms. Rogers stated that there were concerns about water pooling and that TowerCo did not want to install
a concrete barrier. She explained that the gravel would be kept inside the fence and that a natural
landscaping berm would be used by setting the area a few inches below the surrounding grass line so the
grass would serve as a natural barrier and absorb water rather than trap it.

Council Liaison Winkel stated that alternative methods to concrete curbing could be considered to
maintain separation, such as metal or plastic products.

Commission Member Toth asked how the equipment pad would be constructed.

Ms. Rogers stated that the pad would be concrete and explained that tower equipment shelters had
changed over time, so each carrier generally needs its own equipment pad. She stated that at least one
pad would include a generator and equipment necessary to operate the antenna above. She noted that
each pad would not be constructed until a co-locator was in place and that future co-location requests
would be reviewed by the Planning Commission.

Commission Member Toth asked whether the pads would be constructed in quadrants and whether the
pad should be poured in full before installation of the asphalt path due to weight concerns.

Ms. Rogers stated that the initial pad would be for Verizon, which currently has a lease agreement with
TowerCo, and that TowerCo could construct the pads as antenna users come forward or all at the same
time, depending on the City’s preference. She explained that the heaviest construction load would be the
tower itself and associated grading equipment and stated that TowerCo could accommodate concerns by
constructing the pads all at once.

Commission Member Toth asked for clarification that the concrete pad would be surrounded by gravel
and then mounded around it.
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Ms. Rogers stated that exact schematics would be provided during the construction permit process,
subject to approvals, and confirmed that the pad would be surrounded by a gravel base and that an
earthen berm would be used to contain the gravel. She stated that the fence would be outside the berm
and that the gravel edging would be inside the fence.

Chairman Smolik asked whether the existing fencing around the sports field was black vinyl-coated
chain link or regular chain link.

No definitive answer was provided.
Director Lieber clarified that the southwest side was the long side closest to the field, and the northwest
side was the entrance from the path. She stated that those sides would be highly visible and that the
northeast side would also be highly visible from the path. She stated that there were not really two sides
in the trees, except that the southeast side may be somewhat screened, and that she personally preferred
solid 8-foot fencing all the way around to provide screening and discourage climbing.
Chairman Smolik asked if there were any other questions or comments from the Commission.
None were given.
Moved by Winkel and seconded by Schumann to approve MDP-26-0002 - TowerCo, 37077 Shady
Dr, PPN: 07-00-035-102-041, with the condition that solid fencing be installed all the way around
the enclosure to a height of 8 feet.

Review protests to the Fire Lieutenant's Promotional Written Examination given May 22, 2026.

Assistant Law Director Morgan stated that, as she had previously indicated in 2020, the information
remained the same because the applicable rules and procedures had not changed. She read the
following statement: the duty of the Civil Service Commission, as assigned by the City Charter, is to
ascertain merit and fitness as the basis for appointment and promotion within the municipality’s
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classified service, and this is accomplished primarily through the administration of written
examinations.

She further explained that under Civil Service Rule 5, Section 10(a) and (b), regarding promotional
examinations, a participant who believes a written test was erroneously graded has the right to appeal
within 10 days. She stated that the purpose of the meeting was to consider those appeals. Each challenge
is reviewed by the Civil Service Commission, which may approve or deny an appeal, and in some cases
eliminate a question entirely. She clarified that some protests concern testing procedures rather than the
scoring of a specific question; however, those matters were not before the Commission. She stated that
the appeals under consideration appeared to involve questions of alleged erroneous grading.

Assistant Law Director Morgan outlined the Commission’s options when reviewing appeals. She
explained that the testing company provides supporting information and source materials for its
selected answers, which the Commission may review and accept. The Commission may also determine
that the appealed answer is correct, although she noted that this is less common. She stated that the
Commission may also determine that more than one answer is correct, particularly when different study
materials contain conflicting information. In such cases, multiple answers may be accepted as correct.
Additionally, the Commission may determine whether a question is overly vague or unclear and remove
it from the examination entirely. She explained that removing a question would affect all examinees and
could alter overall scores, which is why scores remain unofficial until the appeal process is completed.

She also advised that if the two Commission members present disagreed on an appeal, the matter could
be set aside and reconsidered at the next meeting when a third member would be present to provide a
majority decision. She explained that motions could group multiple questions together by outcome,
allowing the Commission to address and vote on similar appeals collectively rather than individually.

Chairwoman Farver stated that they would go through the report provided by Ergometrics and review
each protest.

Project Summary:

The applicant, TowerCo, requests approval for a new wireless telecommunications facility on City-
owned property pursuant to a ground lease agreement between the City and TowerCo, approved by
Council in January 2026 via Ordinance 2025-147. The site is Shady Drive Complex, a City-owned
recreational facility, designated as a permitted location for wireless telecommunications facilities under
Chapter 1462 of the Codified Ordinances.

The proposed facility consists of a 185-foot monopole telecommunications tower with a 4-foot lightning
arrestor and associated ground-mounted equipment necessary to provide wireless communications
services and allow collocation opportunities for multiple providers. The lease location is generally in the
southeast area of the park, off the main parking lot. The equipment compound will be enclosed by an 8-
foot-high wood privacy fence, consistent with Parks and Recreation preferences and the intent to
integrate the facility into the existing park environment. Site improvements include underground
installation of all utilities and the reconstruction/expansion of a portion of the existing walking path to
accommodate maintenance vehicle access while maintaining overall park circulation.

As part of the project’s landscape requirements, TowerCo will provide the City with a monetary
contribution equal to the value of landscape screening required under Chapter 1462, to be used for
plantings at Shady Drive of species and at locations determined appropriate by the City.

The applicant submitted visual simulation materials for Planning Commission review to evaluate the
anticipated visual impact of the facility from surrounding vantage points. The proposed facility is
designed and will operate in compliance with all applicable Federal Communications Commission (FCC)
standards governing radiofrequency emissions and will not exceed established federal exposure limits.

The Planning Commission’s review is limited to confirming compliance with Chapter 1462 and
applicable development standards, including site layout, access, utilities and design. The use of the site
for a wireless communications facility has been authorized through the ground lease agreement.
Accordingly this review should focus on ensuring the project meets applicable standards and is
appropriately integrated into the surrounding park setting.

Comments:

e Since the staff review meeting, the applicant noted their desire to use chain-link fencing on two
sides of the equipment compound due to fire safety considerations associated with generator

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placement in close proximity to the fence line. The submitted plans currently depict a fully enclosed
wood privacy fence on all sides. The applicant has indicated that relocating generators to
accommodate a fully wood enclosure may impact available compound space and could limit
collocation capacity for a fourth carrier. Staff notes this as an area for Planning Commission
consideration in balancing visual screening objectives with functional and safety requirements of
the facility.

Confirm the compound’s gravel surface will be contained by curbing, and the applicant will be
responsible for long-term maintenance of the asphalt access pad.

Project Introduction

e Kim explained that Council approved an agreement with TowerCo to install a cell tower at the Shady
Drive Complex. Although a similar agreement existed in 2016, the project was never completed.
TowerCo recently reinitiated the project, leading to a renegotiated lease and a revised tower location
to better align with future site plans. The location is now fixed as part of the lease, so current efforts
focus on zoning and project review rather than siting.

e She noted that existing cell tower ordinances are significantly outdated and not fully applicable. As a
result, some requirements were adjusted (e.g., no balloon test was conducted, but photo simulations
were provided instead). Staff believe the submitted materials are sufficient for review.

e Kim also focused on site aesthetics, particularly screening requirements for the tower enclosure
within a park setting. Alternatives to traditional shrub screening are being considered, such as
decorative fencing, signage, or paint treatments. TowerCo has also offered to provide landscaping
support or funding, allowing the City flexibility in how and where landscaping improvements are
implemented in coordination with Parks and Recreation.

Staff Comments

e Kevin noted concerns about landscaping maintenance based on past experience with another tower
site. He recalled discussing the issue earlier in the year and believed the company may have been
responsible for upkeep, but the landscaping was not maintained. He emphasized the need to avoid a
similar situation where landscaping is installed but not properly maintained over time.

e Tonya raised questions about appropriate screening for a 200-foot tower, noting that traditional
requirements—such as an 8-foot fence with surrounding bushes—may no longer be practical given
that modern equipment is smaller and less obtrusive than older shelter structures. She explained
that many existing codes were developed decades ago when larger, less attractive equipment huts
were common. In recent cases, the City has addressed this by making landscaping a condition of
approval, with applicants providing a set monetary contribution that the City uses to design and
install landscaping improvements through a separate agreement.

e Kim discussed using the money to replant trees throughout the park instead of landscaping around
the fence.
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e Kevinrequested an 8 foot wooden fence. Staff discussed site design and construction details for the
proposed tower. Kim recommended an 8-foot fence to better screen equipment and improve safety.

e Kim confirmed that the access path from the parking lot to the shelter should be widened and paved,
not gravel, to maintain its function as a walking path while allowing vehicle access. Plans show the
widened path expanding into a paved area near the tower compound. Tonya confirmed that
TowerCo would be responsible for maintaining this pavement. Timing of pavement installation
(before or after tower construction) will be clarified, as there are concerns about whether the path
can support construction equipment. Additional questions were raised about pavement depth and
future site needs. Tonya explained that future carriers would require only minimal additional
equipment and improvements, as they would mainly add antennas and small ground equipment
without significant construction impact.

e Kim discussed site details for the proposed compound area. The interior is planned to be gravel
(excluding pads), with a question raised about installing curbing to prevent gravel from spreading;
staff will confirm. A minimum 8-foot setback between the outfield fence and compound fence was
emphasized to allow maintenance access with lawn equipment.

e Christina reviewed the utility easement. Planned utilities include electric and fiber, which are
expected to be installed by boring under existing pavement. Final installation details, including
whether there will be access points along the route, will depend on the utility providers. Kevin noted
existing utilities in the area are limited, primarily trail drainage, but cautioned that old or
abandoned communication lines may be encountered during construction.

o Staff discussed details related to the proposed cell tower and construction coordination. Tonya
indicated Verizon will be the initial carrier on the tower, with AT&T and T-Mobile likely to follow. It
was noted that documentation from the project engineer may be needed to confirm the tower can
support additional antennas as carriers are added.

e The group also reviewed site conditions within the easement, including existing drainage
infrastructure near the concession stand between diamonds three and four. Staff advised that a
formal permit review process will follow approval, which may include additional requirements
related to stormwater pollution prevention (SWP3), as well as a pre-construction meeting prior to
any excavation. Ongoing inspection during construction is anticipated.

e Tonya summarized key follow-up items from the discussion, including confirming whether paving
will occur prior to construction and the proposed asphalt thickness, verifying full maintenance of
the path, and ensuring curbing will be installed to contain the gravel base. Additional details will be
gathered on the utility installation process, including boring methods and alignment. The plan also
includes maintaining an 8-foot setback between the compound and outfield fence, along with
estimating typical landscaping costs for further discussion with the City. Kim added that plan sheets
(C1, C2.1, and C3) should be reviewed and corrected to address any references to 6-foot heights to
ensure consistency with the updated design.

GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT
NORTH RIDGEVILLE SHADY DRIVE COMPLEX

THIS GROUND LEASE AGREEMENT (“Lease”) is effective as of the latter of the
signature dates below (“Effective Date”) by and between CITY OF NORTH RIDGEVILLE, an
Ohio municipal corporation (“Lessor”) and TOWERCO VI, LLC, a Delaware limited liability

company (“Lessee”).

For good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Premises. Lessor is the owner of certain real property located in North Ridgeville, County
of Lorain, State of Ohio, commonly known as 37077 Shady Drive, North Ridgeville, OH 44039
(parcel no. 0700035102041) (the “Parent Parcel”), as more particularly described in Exhibit A
annexed hereto. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee and Lessee leases from Lessor approximately Two
Thousand Four Hundred (2,400) square feet of the Parent Parcel (“Ground Space™) and all access
and utility easements if any (“Easements”), (the Ground Space and the Easements shall
collectively be referred to as the “Premises™) as described in Exhibit B annexed hereto.

2. Use. The Premises may be used by Lessee and Lessee’s tenants and licensees for the
transmission and receipt of wireless communication signals in any and all frequencies, the
construction, maintenance, operation, subleasing and licensing of towers, antennas, and buildings,
and related facilities and activities, and for any other uses which are incidental thereto (“Intended
Use”). Lessee and its sublessees and licensees shall have access to the Premises twenty-four (24)
hours a day, seven (7) days a week. Lessor agrees to cooperate with Lessee in obtaining, at Lessee's
expense, all licenses and permits required for Lessee's use of the Premises (the “Governmental
Approvals”). Lessor further agrees to cooperate with Lessee in executing and delivering any
documents requested by Lessee to obtain Government Approvals necessary for its Intended Use.
In the event that Lessee's Intended Use of the Premises is actually or constructively prohibited
then, in addition to any other remedies available to Lessee, Lessee shall have the option to
terminate this Lease with notice to Lessor.

3. Term. The term of this Lease shall be five (5) years commencing on the date Lessee begins
commercial operation of the Improvements (as defined in Paragraph 6(a)) or the third anniversary
of the Effective Date, whichever first occurs (“Commencement Date”) and terminating on the fifth
anniversary of the Commencement Date (the “Term”) unless otherwise provided in Paragraph 8.

4. Renewal Terms. Lessee shall have the right to extend this Lease for nine (9) additional five
(5) year terms (“Renewal Terms™). Each Renewal Term shall be on the same terms and conditions
as set forth in this Lease. This Lease shall automatically be renewed for each successive Renewal
Term unless Lessee notifies Lessor in writing of Lessee’s intention not to renew the Lease at least
thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the Term or the Renewal Term which is then in effect.

(10) days of the Effective Date of this Lease, a one-time signing bonus of [l |l R

6. Improvements: Utilities; Access.

(a) Lessee shall have the right, at Lessee’s sole cost and expense, to erect and
maintain on the Premises improvements, personal property and facilities necessary or desired for
its Intended Use (collectively the “Improvements”). The Improvements shall remain the exclusive
property of the Lessee throughout the term and after the termination of this Lease. Lessee may
construct, alter, demolish, reconstruct, restore, replace, supplement, modify and reconfigure the
Improvements at any time during the Term or any Renewal Term of this Lease. Lessee shall
remove all of the above-ground portions of the Improvements not later than one hundred eighty
(180) days following any termination of this Lease. Lessor grants Lessee the right to clear all trees,
undergrowth, or other obstructions and to trim, cut, and keep trimmed and cut all tree l[imbs which
may interfere with or fall upon the Improvements or Premises. Lessor grants Lessee a non-
exclusive easement in, over, across and through other real property owned by Lessor as reasonably
required for construction, installation, maintenance, and operation of the Improvements. In the
event that a guyed tower 1s constructed on the Premises, Lessor also grants Lessee an easement in,
over, across and through Lessor’s real property during the Term and any Renewal Term of this
Lease for the installation and maintenance of and reasonable access to the guy wires and guy wire
anchors.

(b)  Lessee shall have the right to install power, telecommunications, cables,
conduit, and any other utilities, including cabinets, vaults and improvements directly related to
such utilities, in an exclusive easement on the Premises, at Lessee’s expense, and to improve
present utilities on the Premises (including but not limited to the installation of emergency power
generators). Lessee shall have the right to permanently place utilities on (or to bring utilities across
or under) the Premises and the Improvements. In the event that utilities necessary to serve the
equipment of Lessee or the equipment of Lessee’s licensee(s) or sublessee(s) cannot be located
within the Premises, Lessor agrees to cooperate with Lessee and to act reasonably in allowing the
location of utilities on the Parent Parcel or other real property owned by Lessor without requiring
additional compensation from Lessee or Lessee’s licensee(s) or sublessee(s). Lessor shall, upon
Lessee’s request, execute within fifteen (15) days a separate written easement to the utility
company providing the service or Lessee in a form which may be filed of record evidencing this
right.

(c) Lessor grants to Lessee, its officers, agents, employees, sublessees,
licensees and their independent contractors, the right and privilege to enter upon the Premises and
the Parent Parcel, to perform or cause to be performed test borings of the soil, environmental
audits, engineering studies and to conduct a survey of the Premises and all or part of the Parent
Parcel. Lessor grants Lessee and its sublessees and licensees a license to use such portion of
Lessor’s property contiguous to the Premises on a temporary basis as reasonably required during
the Term or any Renewal Term of this Lease for the construction, installation, maintenance or
removal of the Improvements, including access for construction machinery and equipment, storage
of construction materials and equipment and staging areas.

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(d) Lessor represents and warrants to Lessee that Lessee shall at all times during
this Lease enjoy ingress, egress and access from the Premises twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven
(7) days a week to an open and improved public road which presently exists and which shall be
adequate to service the Premises and the Improvements. If no such public road exists or ceases to
exist in the future, Lessor will grant an exclusive easement to Lessee, Lessee’s sublessees and
assigns so that Lessee may, at its own expense, construct a suitable private access drive to the
Premises and the Improvements. To the degree such access is across other property owned by
Lessor, Lessor shall execute an easement within fifteen (15) days of evidencing this right and
Lessor shall maintain access to the Easements in a free and open condition so that no interference
is caused to Lessee by other lessees, licensees, invitees or agents of the Lessor which may utilize

the Easements.

¥ Lessor’s Representations and Warranties. As an inducement for Lessee to enter into and
be bound by the terms of this Lease, Lessor represents and warrants to Lessee and Lessee’s
successors and assigns that Lessor (i) has good and marketable title to the Premises, (i1) has the
authority to enter into and be bound by the terms of this Lease, (iii) to the best of Lessor’s
knowledge, there are no pending or threatened lawsuits, administrative actions (including
bankruptcy or insolvency proceedings), suits, claims or causes of action against Lessor or which
may otherwise affect the Premises, and (iv) the Premises are not presently subject to an option,
lease, agreement or other contract which may adversely affect Lessor’s ability to fulfill 1its
obligations under this Lease. Lessor covenants and agrees that it shall not grant an option or enter
into any contract which will adversely affect Lessee’s Intended Use (as defined in paragraph 2
above) of the Premises until this Lease expires or is terminated by Lessee. The representations and
warranties of Lessor shall survive the termination or expiration of the term of this Lease.

Lessee, at its sole discretion, shall have the right, without the consent of, but
with notice to, Lessor, to license, sublease or otherwise allow the occupancy of all or a portion of
the Premises and the Improvements. If Lessee licenses or subleases a portion of the Premises to a
third party for the purpose of sending and receiving telecommunications signals (each such grant
a “Sublease”) then Lessee agrees to pay to Lessor, as additional rent, an amount equal to Five
Hundred and No/100 Dollars ($500.00) per month (“Co-Location Rent”) under the following
conditions: (i) Lessee shall only be required to pay the Co-Location Rent where the Sublease is
with a major wireless carrier (Verizon, AT&T, or T-Mobile); (ii) Lessee shall not be required to

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pay Lessor the Co-Location Rent for the first or initial Sublease (“Anchor Tenant™); and (iii) such
Co-Location Rent shall not be subject to an escalator. In the event the Anchor Tenant vacates the
Premises, Lessee shall have the right to substitute the Anchor Tenant with an existing sublessee or
licensee who shall become the new Anchor Tenant. The Co-Location Rent for each such Sublease
shall commence beginning on the first day of the month following the commencement date of each
Sublease and continue through the term of that respective Sublease. That portion of the Rent
attributable to the Co-Location Rent shall terminate on the date each Sublease terminates or
expires, whichever is earlier, and Rent thereafter shall be reduced by an amount equal to the Co-
Location Rent for each such Sublease as of the date of such expiration or termination. Lessee shall
have no obligation to pay that portion of the Rent attributable to the Co-Location Rent for each
Sublease unless Lessee actually receives the rent payment due under each respective Sublease.
Lessee shall have sole discretion as to whether, and on what terms, to enter into, amend or
terminate any such Sublease, and there shall be no express or implied obligation of Lessee to do
so nor is Lessor a third-party beneficiary of any Sublease. Lessee’s licensee(s) and sublessee(s)
shall be entitled to modify the tower and Improvements, and erect and install additional
improvements and personal property on the Premises and Improvements, including but not limited
to antennas, dishes, cabling, utilities, emergency or back up power, generators, and equipment
shelters. Lessee’s licensee(s) and sublessee(s) shall be entitled to all rights of ingress and egress to
the Premises, the right to install utilities on the Premises and the right to use the Premises for the
Intended Use as if said licensee or sublessee were the Lessee under this Lease.

10. Taxes. Lessee shall pay any personal property taxes assessed on the Improvements. Lessor
agrees to provide to Lessee a copy of any notice, assessment or billing relating to any real or
personal property taxes for which Lessee is responsible under this Lease within thirty (30) days of
receipt of same by Lessor. Lessee shall have the right, at its sole option, and at its sole cost and
expense, to appeal, challenge or seek modification of any real or personal property tax assessment
or billing for which Lessee is wholly or partly responsible for payment under this Lease.

11.  Damage or Destruction. If the Premises or the Improvements are destroyed or damaged so

as to hinder the effective use of the Improvements in Lessee’s judgment, Lessee may elect to
terminate this Lease as of the date of the damage or destruction by so notifying the Lessor.

12, Condemnation. If a condemning authority takes all of the Premises, or a portion sufficient
in Lessee’s determination, to render the Premises in the opinion of Lessee unsuitable for the use
which Lessee was then making of the Premises, this Lease shall terminate the earlier of (i) the date
title vests in the condemning authority or (ii) the date the condemning authority takes possession
of the Premises or a portion of it. Lessor and Lessee shall share in the condemnation proceeds in
proportion to the values of their respective interests in the Premises (which for Lessee shall include,
where applicable, the value of its Improvements, moving expenses, prepaid rent, lost business,
goodwill, and business relocation expenses).

13, Insurance. Lessee, at Lessee’s sole cost and expense, shall procure and maintain on the
Premises and on the Improvements, bodily injury and property damage insurance with a combined
single limit of at least One Million and 007100 Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence. Such
insurance shall insure, on an occurrence basis, against liability of Lessee, its employees and agents
arising out of or in connection with Lessee’s use of the Premises and Improvements. Lessor, at

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Lessor’s sole cost and expense, shall procure and maintain on the Parent Parcel, bodily injury and
property damage insurance with a combined single limit of at least One Million Dollars
($1,000,000) per occurrence. Such insurance shall insure, on an occurrence basis, against liability
of Lessor, its employees and agents arising out of or in connection with Lessor’s use, occupancy
and maintenance of the Parent Parcel.

14. Interference. Lessor shall not, nor shall Lessor permit its lessees, licensees, invitees or
agents, to use any portion of the Parent Parcel or adjacent real property owned or controlled by
Lessor in any way which interferes with Lessee’s Intended Use of the Premises. Such interference
shall be deemed a material breach of this Lease by Lessor and Lessor shall have the responsibility
to immediately terminate such interference. In the event such interference is not immediately
rectified, Lessor acknowledges that continuing interference will cause irreparable injury to Lessee,
and Lessee shall have the right, in addition to any other rights that it may have at law or in equity,
to bring an action to enjoin such interference or to terminate this Lease with notice to Lessor.

5.  Environmental Compliance. Lessor represents, warrants and agrees (1) that neither Lessor
nor, to Lessor's knowledge, any third party has used, generated, stored or disposed of, or permitted
the use, generation, storage or disposal of, any contaminants, oils, asbestos, PCBs, hazardous
substances or wastes as defined by federal, state or local environmental laws, regulations or
administrative orders or other materials the removal of which is required or the maintenance of
which is prohibited, regulated or penalized by any federal, state or local government authority
(“Hazardous Materials”) on, under, about or within the Parent Parcel and/or Premises in violation
of any law or regulation, and (2) that Lessor will not, and will not permit any third party to use,
generate, store or dispose of any Hazardous Materials on, under, about or within the Parent Parcel
and/or Premises in violation of any law or regulation. Lessee agrees that it will not use, generate,
store or dispose of any Hazardous Material on, under, about or within the Premises in violation of
any law or regulation.

WHEREAS, the participating municipalities wish to divide any costs incurred in all aspects
of the development, construction and completion of the Resurfacing Project, based on the in-
place and field measured quantities of construction items installed in each respective community
with the costs of engineering plans, bid specifications, public advertising, construction
observation, construction administration, engineering services and other non-construction
contract appurtenant project costs divided between the two communities based on the ratio of
construction costs incurred in each community; and

WHEREAS, the City of Avon shall act as the Lead Agency for the Resurfacing Project,
and shall be charged with the responsibility of obtaining engineering review, cost estimates, plans
and specifications. Further, as the Lead Agency, Avon shall conduct the public bidding and
contract awarding process as dictated by Ohio law; and

WHEREAS, therefore, North Ridgeville and Avon wish to enter into this Cooperative

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises, terms, conditions and
considerations herein, North Ridgeville and Avon agree as follows:

1. Avon shall be designated Lead Agency for the design and construction of the
Resurfacing Project, and for application to the State of Ohio and/or any other source for grant

funds to satisfy the cost of the project.

2 The participating municipalities will divide any costs incurred in all aspects of the
development, construction, administration and completion of the Resurfacing Project, based upon
the in-place and field measured quantities of construction items installed in each respective
community with the costs of engineering plans, bid specifications, public advertising, construction
observation, construction administration, engineering services and other non-construction
contract appurtenant project costs divided between the two communities based on the ratio of
construction costs incurred in each community. All costs incurred in the design, planning and
construction of the Resurfacing Project shall be satisfied as described herein by North Ridgeville
and Avon. As Lead Agency for the Resurfacing Project, Avon shall provide itemized invoices for
all costs incurred to North Ridgeville who shall then reimburse Avon by delivering payment to the
Office of the Finance Director of the City of Avon within sixty (60) days of the date of invoice.

3. With regard to the design engineering, bid specifications, construction inspection
and any other professional services required for the project, Avon shall retain the necessary

engineering via the attached document (labeled Exhibit “A”) titled_Contract For The Provision of

Municipal Engineering Consulting Services To The City Of Avon Ohio, between Chagrin Valley

Engineering, Ltd. (CVE) and the City of Avon, an exhibit to Avon Ordinance No. 115-25 passed
on December 9, 2025 and the attached document (labeled Exhibit “B”) prepared by CVE titled

the Mills Road Resurfacing Project Scope of Services dated June XX, 2016. The engineering

costs incurred as identified in these documents shall be satisfied by North Ridgeville and Avon
pursuant to paragraph 2 of this Cooperative Agreement appearing above. Should, at a future
date, the City of North Ridgeville and the City of Avon desire to shift the provision of professional
services, it shall be acceptable if agreed to in writing by CVE and the Mayors of both communities.

4 Following completion of construction, all costs incurred in the maintenance of the
Resurfacing Project improvements, shall be performed in accordance with the December 19,
1979 letter signed by the mayors and presidents of council of both the City of Avon and the City

of North Ridgeville attached here to (labeled Exhibit “C”).

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5. This Agreement may be amended or modified only by a duly authorized written
agreement between the parties that may provide for such additional terms and conditions as may
be later agreed upon for the joint construction of the referenced project.

The
amendments correct an inconsistency in the delegation of enforcement authority to ensure the
Chief Building Official's designated agent may issue notices, orders and determinations as
intended throughout the Code. The amendments also strengthen exterior maintenance standards
by clarifying the City's authority to enforce general condition standards independent of a public
health and safety threshold, addressing protective treatment requirements for masonry surfaces
in addition to wood, requiring repainted or resurfaced areas to substantially match surrounding
surfaces, and expanding accessory structure standards to include doors and operating
mechanisms. These changes do not expand the scope of the Property Maintenance Code but
improve its clarity and consistency for both enforcement staff and property owners.

WHEREAS, Chapter 1480 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of North Ridgeville sets
forth the City's Property Maintenance Code, governing the maintenance and condition of existing
residential and nonresidential structures and premises; and

WHEREAS, staff has reviewed Chapter 1480 in light of ongoing enforcement experience
and identified certain provisions that require clarification or revision to improve consistency and
enforceability; and

WHEREAS, Council finds that it is in the best interest of the City to amend Chapter 1480
as set forth herein to improve the clarity and enforceability of the Property Maintenance Code.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH RIDGEVILLE, LORAIN COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1. Chapter 1480 Property Maintenance Code shall be amended as set forth in
the document attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A.

SECTION 2. All other ordinances or parts of ordinances or resolutions that are
inconsistent or in conflict with the newly amended and adopted sections are likewise repealed to
the extent of such inconsistency or conflict only.

SECTION 3. If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, term, provision or part of
this Ordinance, together with its Exhibit attached thereto, shall be adjudged by any court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid or inoperative, such judgment shall not affect, impair or
invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the section, paragraph,
sentence, clause, phrase, term, provision or part therof directly involved in the controversy in
which such judgment shall have been rendered.

SECTION 4. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning

and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were conducted in an open meeting of this Council,
and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal

action were in meetings open to the public in accordance with all legal requirements, including
§121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after the earliest
period allowed by law.

CHAPTER 1480. PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE?

Title. These regulations shall be known as the North Ridgeville Property Maintenance Code, hereinafter
referred to as "this code."

Scope. The provisions of this code shall apply to all existing residential and nonresidential structures and
appurtenant buildings and outbuildings and all existing premises.

Intent. This code shall be construed to secure its expressed intent, which is to ensure public health, safety
and welfare insofar as they are affected by the continued occupancy and maintenance of structures and
premises. Existing structures and premises that do not comply with these provisions shall be altered or
repaired to provide a minimum level of health and safety as required herein.

Severability. If a section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this code is, for any reason, held to be
unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this code.

General. The provisions of this code shall apply to all matters affecting or relating to structures and premises,
as set forth in Section 1480.01. Where, in a specific case, different sections of this code specify different
requirements, the most restrictive shall govern.

Maintenance. Equipment, systems, devices and safeguards required by this code or a previous regulation or
code under which the structure or premises was constructed, altered or repaired shall be maintained in good
working order. Except as otherwise specified herein, the owner or the owner's designated agent shall be
responsible for the maintenance of buildings, structures and premises.

Application of Other Codes. Repairs, additions or alterations to a structure or changes of occupancy shall be
done in accordance with the procedures and provisions of the current North Ridgeville Codified Ordinances
and applicable state building codes.

Existing Remedies. The provisions in this code shall not be construed to abolish or impair existing remedies of
the jurisdiction or its officers or agencies relating to the removal or demolition of any structure which is
dangerous, unsafe and unsanitary.

Workmanship. Repairs, maintenance work, alterations or installations which are caused directly or indirectly
by the enforcement of this code shall be executed and installed in a workmanlike manner and installed in
accordance with the manufacturer's installation instructions.

Scope. Unless otherwise expressly stated, the following terms shall, for the purposes of this code, have the
meanings shown in this chapter.

Interchangeability. Words stated in the present tense include the future; words stated in the masculine
gender include the feminine and neuter; the singular number includes the plural and the plural, the singular.

Terms Defined in Other Codes. Where terms are not defined in this code, but are defined in the Ohio

Building Code for commercial structures, including multi-family residential structures, the Residential Code of
Ohio for one, two and three family residential structures, the Ohio Fire Code or the City of North Ridgeville
Zoning Code, such terms shall have the meanings ascribed to them as in those codes.

"Approved" means approved by the Chief Building Official or duly authorized representative.

"Chief Building Official" means the official who is charged with the administration and enforcement of this
code.

"Condemn" means to adjudge unfit for occupancy.

"Discarded materials" means the accumulation of wood, appliances, furniture, mattresses, motor vehicle
parts or tires, building materials, toys, recreational or sporting equipment, carpeting or any other material or
equipment whereby its placement upon real property is not consistent with its intended normal use or due
to its condition and/or state of disrepair is not usable for its normal intended use.

"Dwelling" means any building, structure or part thereof, occupied or designed to be occupied as the home,
residence or sleeping place of one or more persons. A dwelling may include one or more dwelling units or
rooming units, or a combination of both.

"Dwelling unit" means a single unit providing complete, independent living facilities for one or more persons,
including permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking or sanitation.

"Exterior property" means the open space on the premises and on adjoining property under the control of
owners or operators of such premises.

"Extermination" means the control and elimination of insects, rats or other pests by eliminating their
harborage places; by removing or making inaccessible materials that serve as their food; by poison spraying,
fumigating, trapping or by any other approved pest elimination methods.

"Garbage" means the animal or vegetable waste resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking and
consumption of food. Vegetable waste as part of a managed compost heap shall not be considered garbage.

"Imminent danger" means a condition which could cause serious or life-threatening injury or death at any
time.

"Infestation" means the presence, within or contiguous to, a structure or premises of insects, rats, vermin or
other pests.

"Inoperable vehicle" means motor vehicles that cannot, physically or lawfully, under their own power, and
without repair or replacement of parts, be operated on the public streets of the City, or a motor vehicle
which has no attached vehicle registration or to which the attached vehicle registration is expired or which
vehicle registration attached is registered to another vehicle.

"Legally existing" means that which was code compliant, approved or inspected at the time of installation.
"Occupancy" means the purpose for which a building or portion thereof is utilized or occupied.

"Rubbish" means combustible and noncombustible waste materials, except garbage; the term shall include
the residue from the burning of wood, coal and other combustible materials, paper, rags, cartons, boxes,
wood, rubber, leather, tree branches, yard trimmings, tin cans, metals, mineral matter, glass, crockery and
dust and other similar materials.

"Structure" means that which is built or constructed or a portion thereof, including, but not limited to,
residences, garages, fences, enclosures, commercial buildings, outbuildings and storage structures.

"Ventilation" means the natural or mechanical process of supplying conditioned or unconditioned air to, or
removing such air from, any space.

"Workmanlike" menasmeans executed in a skilled and competent manner as recognized by the general
standards of the trade or industry.

The Chief Building Official shall have authority as necessary in the interest of public
health, safety and general welfare, to adopt and promulgate rules and procedures; to interpret and
implement the provisions of this code; to secure the intent thereof; and to designate requirements
applicable because of local climatic or other conditions.

Inspections. The Chief Building Official or designated agent shall make all of the required inspections. All
reports of such inspections shall be in writing. The Chief Building Official is authorized to engage such expert
opinion as deemed necessary to report upon unusual technical issues that arise. In the event a code violation
is subsequently found, the expense of the expert opinion may be assessed or charged as cost to the property
owner.

Right of Entry. The Chief Building Official is authorized to enter the structure or premises at reasonable times
to inspect subject to constitutional restrictions on unreasonable searches and seizures. If entry is refused or
not obtained, the Chief Building Official is authorized to pursue recourse as provided by law, including, but
not limited to, the acquisition of an administrative search warrant.

Identification. The Chief Building Official or designated agent shall carry proper identification when
inspecting structures or premises in the performance of duties under this code.

Notices and Orders. The Chief Building Official shall cause to be issued all necessary notices or orders to
ensure compliance with this code.

Notice of Violation. Whenever the Chief Building Official or designated agent determines that there has been
a violation of this code or has grounds to believe that a violation has occurred, notice shall be given to the
owner and/or responsible party in the manner prescribed in (b) and (c) below.

Form. Such notice prescribed in (a) of this section shall be in accordance with all of the following:

General. When a structure or equipment is found by the Chief Building Official to be unsafe, or when a

structure is found unfit for human occupancy, or is found unlawful, such structure or equipment shall be
condemned pursuant to the provisions of this code.

(1) Unsafe Structures. An unsafe structure is one that is found to be dangerous to the life, health, property
or safety of the public or the occupants of the structure by not providing minimum safeguards to
protect or warn occupants in the event of fire, or because such structure contains unsafe equipment or
is so damaged, decayed, dilapidated, structurally unsafe or of such faulty construction or unstable
foundation, that partial or complete collapse is possible.

(2) Unsafe Equipment. Unsafe equipment includes any boiler, heating equipment, elevator, moving
stairway, electrical wiring or device, flammable liquid containers or other equipment on the premises
or within the structure which is in such disrepair or condition that such equipment is a hazard to life,
health, property or safety of the public or occupants of the premises or structure.

(3) Structure Unfit for Human Occupancy. A structure is unfit for human occupancy whenever the Chief
Building Official finds that such structure is unsafe, unlawful or, because of the degree to which the
structure is in disrepair or lacks maintenance, is unsanitary, vermin or rat infested, contains filth and
contamination, or lacks ventilation, illumination, sanitary or heating facilities or other essential
equipment required by this code or applicable state building codes, or because the location of the
structure constitutes a hazard to the occupants of the structure or to the public.

(4)  Unlawful Structure. An unlawful structure is one found in whole or in part to have been erected,
altered or occupied contrary to law or without prior approval.

Notice of Condemnation. If a structure is unfit for human occupancy, but is not in danger of structural

collapse, the Chief Building Official is authorized to post a Notice of Condemnation on the premises and
order the structure closed up so as not to be an attractive nuisance. The Notice shall be in the form
prescribed in Section 1480.07(b). Notice shall be posted in a conspicuous place on or about the structure
affected by such Notice and served on the owner or the person or persons responsible for the structure in
accordance with Section 1480.07(c). If the Notice pertains to equipment, it shall be placed on the
condemned equipment.

Closing of Structures. Upon failure of the owner to close up the premises within the time specified in the

Order, the Chief Building Official shall cause the premises to be closed and secured through any available
public agency or by contract or arrangement by private persons and the cost thereof shall be charged against
the real estate upon which the structure is located and shall be a lien upon such real estate and may be
collected by any other legal resource.

Prohibited Occupancy. Any person who occupies a condemned premises or operates condemned equipment,

and any owner and/or responsible party for the premises who allows anyone to occupy such premises or
operate such equipment shall be liable for the penalties provided by this code.

Removal of Condemnation. The Chief Building Official shall remove the Notice of Condemnation whenever

the defect or defects upon which the condemnation were based have been eliminated. Any person who
defaces or removes a Notice of Condemnation without the approval of the Chief Building Official shall be
subject to the penalties provided by this code.

Imminent Danger. When, in the opinion of the Chief Building Official, there is imminent danger of failure or
collapse of a building or structure which endangers life, or when any structure or part of a structure has
fallen and life is endangered by the occupation of the structure, or when there is actual or potential danger
to the building occupants or those in the proximity of any structure because of explosives, explosive fumes or
vapors or the presence of toxic fumes, gases or materials, or operation of defective or dangerous equipment,
the Chief Building Official is hereby authorized and empowered to order and require the occupants to vacate
the premises forthwith. The Chief Building Official shall cause to be posted at each entrance to such structure
an Imminent Danger Notice reading as follows: "This structure is unsafe and its occupancy has been
prohibited by the Chief Building Official." It shall be unlawful for any person to enter such structure except
for the purpose of securing the structure, making the required repairs, removing the hazardous condition or
demolishing the same.

Temporary Safeguards. Notwithstanding other provisions of this code, whenever, in the opinion of the Chief
Building Official, there is imminent danger due to an unsafe condition, the Chief Building Official shall order
the necessary work to be done, including the boarding up of openings, to render such structure temporarily
safe whether or not the legal procedure herein described has been instituted. When necessary for public
safety, the Chief Building Official shall temporarily close structures and close, or order the authority having
jurisdiction to close, sidewalks, streets, public ways and places adjacent to unsafe structures, and prohibit
the same from being utilized.

Emergency Repairs by City. If the owner and/or responsible party for the premises fails to provide temporary
safeguards, the Chief Building Official shall employ the necessary labor and materials to perform the required
work as expeditiously as possible. Costs incurred in the performance of emergency work shall be paid by the
City. The legal counsel of the City may institute appropriate action against the owner of the premises where
the unsafe structure or unsafe property is or was located for the recovery of such costs. Alternatively, the
City may utilize the lien procedures contained in Chapter 215 to recoup its costs for the performance of
emergency work.

Hearing. Any person ordered to take emergency measures shall comply with such Order forthwith. Any
affected person shall thereafter, upon petition directed to the Board of Zoning and Building Appeals, be
afforded a hearing as described in Section 1480.11.

General. The Chief Building Official shall order the owner of any premises upon which is located any
structure, which in the Chief Building Official's judgment is so old, dilapidated or has become so out of repair
as to be dangerous, unsafe, unsanitary or otherwise unfit for human habitation or occupancy, and in such
cases where it is unreasonable to repair the structure, to demolish and remove such structure; or where
there has been a cessation of normal construction of any structure for a period of more than two years, to
demolish and remove such structure.

Notices and Orders. All notices and orders shall comply with Section 1480.07.

Failure to Comply. If the owner of a premises fails to comply with a demolition order and/or fails to make the
premises safe and sanitary through repairs within the time prescribed, the Chief Building Official shall cause
the structure to be demolished and removed, either through an available public agency or by contract or
arrangement with private persons, and the cost of such demolition and removal shall be charged against the
real estate upon which the structure is located and shall be a lien upon such real estate.

Application for Appeal. Any person directly affected by a decision of the Chief Building Official or a notice or
order issued under this code shall have the right to appeal the North Ridgeville Board of Zoning and Building
Appeals, provided that a written application for appeal is filed within the lesser of either ten days after the
date the notice or order was served or the date of the expiration of the abatement period set forth in the
notice. Any decision of the Chief Building Official, notice or order issued on subject matter specifically
required by the Ohio Building Code, shall make an appeal to the State of Ohio Board of Building Appeals and
follow their requirements for application.

Standard for Review. An application for appeal shall be based on a claim that there is no basis in fact for the
Chief Building Official's notice or order, or that the decision is arbitrary or capricious.

Appeal Procedure. The process of the appeal shall be in accordance with the rules and regulations of the
Board of Zoning and Building Appeals.

Stay Pending Appeal. Appeals of notices and orders (other than Imminent Danger Notices) shall stay the
enforcement of the notice and order until the appeal is heard by the Board of Zoning and Building Appeals. A
stay pending appeal will not bar criminal prosecution for a violation of any provision of this code.

Scope. The provisions of this chapter shall govern the minimum conditions and the responsibilities of persons
for maintenance of the exterior of all premises, both residential and commercial, the grounds of such
property and the condition of all buildings and structures thereon so that the appearance thereof shall
reflect a level of maintenance in keeping with the standards of the City so as to avoid blighting effects and
hazards to health, safety and welfare.

Responsibility. The owner of the premises shall maintain the structures and exterior property in compliance
with these requirements, except as otherwise provided for in this code. A person shall not occupy as owner-
occupant or permit another person to occupy premises which are not in a sanitary and safe condition and
which do not comply with the requirements of this chapter. Occupants of a dwelling unit are responsible for
keeping in a clean, sanitary and safe condition that part of the dwelling unit or premises which they occupy
or control.

Vacant Structures and Land. All vacant structures and premises thereof or vacant land shall be maintained in
a clean, safe, secure and sanitary condition as provided herein so as not to cause a blighting problem or
adversely affect the public health or safety.

Sanitation. All exterior property and premises shall be maintained in a clean, safe and sanitary condition. No
person shall allow the accumulation on any lot or in any such building, house, or structure, rubbish or other
materials which shall or will, if such condition is suffered to continue, attract and propagate vermin or
insects.

Infestation. All structures shall be kept free from insect and rodent infestation. All structures in which insects
or rodents are found shall be promptly exterminated by approved processes that will not be injurious to
human health. After extermination, proper precautions shall be taken to prevent reinfestation.

Discarded Materials. All exterior property and premises shall be maintained free of discarded materials.

Rubbish and Garbage. All exterior property and premises, and the interior of every structure, shall be free
from any accumulation of rubbish or garbage. Every owner and occupant of a structure shall dispose of
rubbish and garbage in a clean and sanitary manner by placing such waste in an approved disposal facility or
approved leakproof garbage containers.

Building Materials. No person shall allow the accumulation of building materials or construction equipment
upon property and shall remove said materials or equipment from the exterior of the property, except when
the owner is in the process of construction or making improvements upon said property. Where a building
permit has been issued, said building materials or construction equipment shall be removed within thirty
days of completion of construction. Where no building permit is required, storage of building materials or
construction equipment may not exceed 30 days.

Grading and Drainage.

(1)  All premises shall be graded and maintained to prevent the erosion of soil and to prevent the
accumulation of stagnant water thereon, or within any structure located thereon.

(2) Drainage of roofs and paved areas, yards and courts, and other open areas on the premises shall not be
discharged in a manner that creates a public nuisance.

Sidewalks, Parking Areas and Driveways. All sidewalks, walkways, stairs, driveways, parking spaces and
similar areas shall be kept in a proper state of repair, and maintained free from hazardous conditions such as,
but not limited to:

(1) Cracks or horizontal gaps exceeding one inch;

(2) Settling, buckling, heaving or other defects causing vertical displacement exceeding one inch;

(3) Instability, structural damage, disintegration or shattering; or

(4) Pitting, scaling, spalling or deterioration of the paved surface causing a potential hazard to pedestrians.
Vegetation.

(1) Safe Flow of Traffic. All hedges, bushes, trees and other vegetation, both within and outside of the
right-of-way, shall be kept trimmed and from becoming overgrown so that such growth does not
interfere with the safe flow of traffic or is an obstruction to traffic sight lines or otherwise block,
impede or interfere with traffic signs.

(2) Grass and Weeds. All premises and exterior property shall be maintained free from tall grass, weeds or
uncultivated plant growth in excess of eight (8) inches in height. All noxious weeds shall be prohibited.
Weeds shall be defined as all grasses, annual plants and vegetation, other than trees or shrubs
provided, however, this term shall not include cultivated flowers and gardens.

(3) Maintenance. All trees and shrubs which are dead, afflicted with decay, disease or insect infestation, or
otherwise considered dangerous to other plant material; or are in such a condition that it shall or will,
if such condition is suffered to continue, endanger the life, limb or property or cause hurt, damage or
injury to persons or property or cause hurt, damage, or injury to persons or property upon public
streets, or rights-of-way adjacent thereto, by the falling thereof or of parts thereof, shall be removed
or appropriately treated.

Accessory Structures. All accessory structures, including but not limited to detached garages, storage sheds,
pole barns, decks, gazebos, patios, porches, stoops, pergolas, retaining walls, fences and walls, and similar
structures, shall be maintained structurally sound and in good repair, including all doors, hardware and

operating mechanisms. Swimming pools shall be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition, and in good
repair.

Defacement of Property. No person shall willfully or wantonly damage, mutilate or deface any exterior
surface of any structure or building on any private or public property by placing thereon any marking, carving
or graffiti. It shall be the responsibility of the owner to restore said surface to an approved state of
maintenance and repair.

Exterior masonry surfaces that have been painted or otherwise coated shall be
maintained free of peeling, flaking and chipped paint or coating and shall be repainted and recoated as

windows, doors and skylights shall be maintained weather resistant and water tight. All metal surfaces
subject to rust or corrosion shall be coated to inhibit such rust and corrosion and all surfaces with rust or
corrosion shall be stabilized and coated to inhibit future rust and corrosion.

Premises ldentification. Buildings shall have approved address numbers placed in a position to be plainly
legible and visible from the street or road fronting the property. These numbers shall contrast with their
background. Address numbers shall be Arabic numerals or alphabet letters. Numbers shall be a minimum of
three inches high with a minimum stroke width of zero and five tenths inch. Numbers shall not exceed a
maximum of twenty-four inches in height.

Structural Members. All structural members shall be maintained free from deterioration, and shall be
capable of safely supporting the imposed dead and live loads.

Foundation Walls. All foundation walls shall be maintained plumb and free from open cracks and breaks and
shall be kept in such condition so as to prevent the entry of rodents and other pests.

Exterior Walls. All exterior walls shall be free from holes, breaks, and loose or rotting materials; and
maintained weatherproof and properly surface coated where required to prevent deterioration.

Roofs and Drainage. The roof and flashing shall be sound, tight and not have defects that admit rain. Roof
drainage shall be adequate to prevent dampness or deterioration in the walls or interior portion of the
structure. Roof drains, gutters and downspouts shall be maintained in good repair and free from
obstructions.

Decorative Features. All cornices, belt courses, corbels, terra cotta trim, wall facings and similar decorative
features shall be maintained in good repair with proper anchorage and in a safe condition.

Overhang Extensions. All overhang extensions including, but not limited to canopies, marquees, signs, metal
awnings, fire escapes, standpipes, and exhaust ducts shall be maintained in good repair and be properly

anchored so as to be kept in a sound condition. When required, all exposed surfaces of metal or wood shall
be protected from the elements and against decay or rust by periodic application of weather-coating
materials, such as paint or similar surface treatment. In the event that such overhang is made of cloth, plastic
or similar material, such material shall be maintained in good condition and shall not show evidence of
weathering, discoloration, ripping, tearing or other holes.

Handrails and Guards. Every handrail and guard shall be firmly fastened and capable of supporting normally
imposed loads and shall be maintained in good condition.

Window, Skylight and Door Frames. Every window, skylight, door and frame shall be kept in sound condition,
good repair and weather tight.

(1) Glazing. All glazing materials shall be maintained free from cracks and holes.

(2) Openable Windows. Every window, other than a fixed window, shall be easily openable and capable of
being held in position by window hardware.

Insect Screens. Every door, window and other outside opening required for ventilation of habitable rooms
when code required, food preparation areas, food service areas, or any areas where products to be included
or utilized in food for human consumption are processed, manufactured, packaged or stored, shall be
supplied with approved tightly fitting screens of not less than sixteen mesh per inch and every swinging door
shall have a self-closing device in good working condition. Screen doors shall not be required where other
approved means, such as air curtains or insect repellent fans, are employed.

Doors. All exterior doors, door assemblies and hardware shall be maintained in good condition. Locks at all
entrances to dwelling units and guestrooms shall tightly secure the door. Locks on means of egress doors
shall be in accordance with applicable building codes.

Basement Hatchways. Every basement hatchway shall be maintained to prevent the entrance of rodents,
rain and surface drainage water.

WHY THIS LEGISLATION IS NEEDED (PURPOSE & BACKGROUND):

Recommended Actions:
Adopt after Three Readings

Reason for Legislation and Action:

Chapter 806 currently requires permits, applications, and ongoing administrative tracking
for alarm systems within the City. In practice, these requirements are difficult to maintain due to
frequent changes in property ownership and business operations. Today, the Police and Fire
Departments work directly with alarm companies to obtain current contact information and
respond to activations, making the City’s permit system unnecessary and duplicative.

This legislation removes obsolete permitting and administrative requirements. The update
streamlines the Code and aligns it with current practices without impacting public safety.

ORDINANCE NO. 2026-68

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 806 ALARM SYSTEMS OF THE CODIFIED
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NORTH RIDGEVILLE BY REPEALING PERMIT
REQUIREMENTS AND RELATED PROVISIONS.

WHEREAS, Chapter 806 currently requires registration and permitting of alarm systems,
including application procedures, fees, and administrative oversight by the City; and

WHEREAS, ownership and occupancy of properties frequently change, making it difficult
to maintain accurate and up-to-date permit records for alarm systems; and

WHEREAS, in practice, the Police Department and Fire Department routinely coordinate
directly with alarm system companies to obtain contact information and respond effectively to
alarm activations without reliance on City-issued permits; and

WHEREAS, alarm system companies operate under their own regulatory standards and
industry requirements, and maintain current contact and response information for their customers;
and

WHEREAS, Council desires to retain appropriate operational provisions governing alarm
system use, including false-alarm responses and system standards, while eliminating outdated
permitting requirements.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH RIDGEVILLE, LORAIN COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1. The following sections of Chapter 806 are hereby repealed in their entirety
as they pertain to alarm system permitting and registration:

Section 806.02 — Permit required; application of section to alarm system businesses

Section 806.03 — Permit Applications

Section 806.04 — Amendments to Permit Applications

Section 806.05 — Permit Required for Systems Installed Prior to Effective Date of Chapter;
Application of Section to Alarm System Businesses

Section 806.06 — Duration of Permits; Revocation for Nonpayment of Response Fees

Section 806.07 — Permit Fees

Section 806.08 — Transfers of Permits

Section 806.09 — Permits to Be Kept at Alarm Site for Inspection

Section 806.10 — Responsibilities of persons in control of property

Section 806.12 — Installation requirements

Section 806.13 — Registration of alarm system businesses with police and fire departments
Section 806.14 — Notification of police and fire departments of changes of licensed managers and
personnel telephone numbers

Section 806.15 — Information to be provided to safety-service director by alarm system businesses
Section 806.16 — Responsibilities of alarm system businesses re maintenance and service

Section 806.17 — Central stations and telephone answering services

Section 806.19 — Charges for responses to false alarms; revocation of permit for nonpayment
Section 806.20 — Revocation of Permits

Section 806.21 — Reinstatement of Permits after revocation

Section 806.22 — Rapid-Entry Systems and Cabinet-Style Vaults

SECTION 2. All other sections, terms, and provisions of the Codified Ordinances not
specifically repealed herein shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 3. Itis found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning
and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were conducted in an open meeting of this Council,
and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in such formal
action were in meetings open to the public in accordance with all legal requirements, including
§121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after the
earliest period allowed by law.
